              Project “Micro grants for civil action in Nikolayev” 

 The project was started on 1 July 2010 with financial support of the International Fund “Renaissance” (Kiev, Ukraine) and St. Batory Fund(Warsaw, Poland). The deadline for implementation is 30 June 2011. 

In July this year, the Fund for Development of Nikolayev (FDN), known for long-term support for community initiatives, announced a competition for small grants under the project “Micro grants for civil action in Nikolayev”.
The competition aims to support campaigns of civil representation on the local level, reinforcing effect on formation and implementation of local policies, protection of citizens' rights and interests of local communities, ensuring civilian control of local government. Participants of it are: community organizations, charity funds, bodies of community self-organization (BCS) coalition and initiative groups of citizens in cooperation with BCS, community organizations and charity funds. 

Winners of the competition and the results were announced on October 15, 2010. They received grants in amount of up to 15,000 UAH for implementation of their projects. On November 1, 2010 the practical part of project implementation started.

 Feature of small grants competitions held FDN is in the fact that usually the Fund completes a preliminary study of those who wish to take part in the competition. “Center of self- organization in Southern Ukraine”, working on the basis of the FDN conducted a training for potential grantees in August last year.Three dozens of  local community leaders were trained. They got skills of organizational and financial management, writing of projects and advocacy campaigns.Some community organizations had a few representatives at the training in the Center of self-organization in Southern Ukraine. Among the most active should be named Nikolayev Scouts, community organizations “Our Town” and “Dialog”,BCS “Danko”, representatives of Nikolaev National University of V. Sukhomlinskyi.


In 2011, we intend to achieve the following results: 

 1. Increasing the role of civil society in addressing issues of local development. 

 2. Joint efforts of experts from Ukraine, Russia, Belarus and Poland to create and adapt “Formula for success of civil actions” to the conditions in Nikolayev. 

 3. To distribute guidelines for the development and implementation of social projects among the interested Nikolayev community.
