           Network of local community funds in Ukraine (LCF) 

 With the fact that the LCF has different experiences, methods and forms of their work of which are insufficiently developed, it is necessary to develop a common strategy and technology for the development and promotion of  the LCF in Ukrainian regions and paying attention to reality. 

Therefore, 5 regional NGOs created a network of community funds in Ukraine on 4 September 2009 to further development of the LCF mechanisms and to promote the idea of ​​the LCF. In 2010 two organizations joined the network. 

The practical idea of ​​the Network is to ensure exchange of experiences and overall development of the LCF Network in Ukraine with the expansion and attraction of new members to the Network, as well as the development of a common future strategy for development. The base of the Network will create conditions to increase the opportunities for continuing development of community funds in five big regions of Ukraine with further strengthening and expansion of the LCF.

 We, the representatives of Ukrainian community structures, Nikolayev Community Organization “Fund for Development of Nikolayev” (Nikolayev), Charity Organization “Dnepro Association of Regional Development” (Dnepropetrovsk), Donetsk Community Organization “Allience” (Donetsk), Charity Fund “Podol Community” (Vinista), “Center for Development of Local Initiatives” (Odessa).
BEING AWARE that further positive transformations in Ukraine may be possible only if they are fully integrated into national, European and global processes,

CONCIDERING THAT only joint efforts of all sectors of society can reach an agreement on realization of the true public interest and adequate ways of solving them, 
RECOGNISING the opportunities and attraction of leading experience to create the principles of community funds (LCF in future) in Ukraine,

KNOWINGLY not setting out political goals
DECLARING ANXIETY about condition of involvement of general public and civil society organizations for community development 
BASED ON our own positive experiences, received during the development of partnership and mutually beneficial relationships with leading Ukrainian and foreign organizations and institutions, 
BEING CONVINCED that there is need to strengthen these relations, in an open, democratic focus on the needs of local communities,

MAKE CERTAIN YOUR INTENTION of combining forces for development on a new partnership base between public institutions, media, government bodies and local authorities on a wide range of issues concerning the development of Community Funds in Ukraine 
DECIDED to create a network in the sphere of development of community funds in Ukraine (the network), and so we 

CONCLUDED AN AGREEMENT ON THE FOLLOWING  

1. GENERAL 

 1.1.Goal  of the Network is promoting establishment and development of an open civil society, building multi- sectoral, interregional and international cooperation through the integration of the LCF in Ukraine, including general participation in making and implementing decisions that relate to local communities in Ukraine in the context of the Funds' communities.

 1.2. Task of the Web: 

 -Establishing a single positive image of the LCF in three sectors; 

 -Development of cooperation between the FMS and public organizations, enterprises, institutions, media, public authorities and other organizations; 

  -Formation of a single information space for networking, information sharing and coordination among organizations, members of the network; 

 - Assistance to development and implementation of mechanisms of the LCF; 

 - Ideological, organizational and financial support of other associations of citizens, assistance in establishing LCF and assistance in cooperation of LCF in Ukraine;
1.3. Principles of the Network: 

 - The leading body is the Network Coordinating Council, which (12 months) is in head by a member of the Network; 

 - Participation in the Network is voluntary and no participant obeys another network; 

- All parties of this Agreement that it signed or acceded to it are equal members of the Network; 

 - The Network is open and transparent, based on pluralism of ideas; 

- Participant of the Network draws its activities (programs, projects), other participants and promotes involvement of the entire network for certain activities according to the purpose and objectives of the Network; 

- Network Members are not required to provide any web resources, provided resources are directed to achievement the Network goals by decision of the Coordinating Council; 

- Organizations, institutions and individuals from other regions and countries, who may be invited by the Coordination Council of Advisers or the Donor Network may be involved in the Network activity.

2. MAINTENANCE OF THE NETWORK 

 2.1. To implement organizational, technical and information support of the Network coordinating body has established networks - Network Coordinating Council headed by the Head of the Network. 

 2.2. The Coordinating Council of the Network includes three delegates from each of the network. One of the authorized persons must be present at the meeting of the Coordinating Council. Regardless of the number of representatives present, each member of the network has only one vote during the voting. Decision of the Coordinating Board is adopted 2 / 3 votes of the members present.

2.3. The Coordinating Council may invite authorized representatives from Donors and Advisors Network that are entitled to a deliberative vote. 

 2.4. The head of the Coordinating Council is a representative of the organization, which currently is the head of the Coordination Council and is determined by the organization itself. 
2.5. The head of the Coordinating Council may be replaced as the organization itself, in case of a system failure of their duties or other serious violations of this Agreement in writing by any Member of the Network. In the latter case regarding displacement of the Head is made by 2 / 3 majority of valid network members and the chairmanship of the Network moves to the next organization one by one. 

 2.6. Chairman of the Board shall appoint Secretary of the Council who is a member of the Coordinating Council and is a member of the same organization as the head of the Council.

3. PARTICIPATION OF THE NETWORK IN PUBLIC WORK
 3.1. Fellows of the Network: 

- Members of the Network: community organizations, charity funds and organizations that work as community foundation or charity organization created by a grant program and meet all or part of the criteria of the Communities Funds. 
3.1.1.Rights and obligations of Network Members: 

 - Each participant can speak on any initiative that contradicts individual or joint projects in framework of the Network, 

- Each participant has the right to address Network with a proposal regarding the unacceptability of this or other initiatives as those of the Network, 

 - Membership in the Network does not limit participants to realize their individual or joint projects outside the framework of the Network 

- No Network member can participate in any initiative or project of the Network in the cases that make it impossible or contrary to the Charter part of its organization, 

- No member shall not use the name and logo of the Network (if approved) in activities that create a political zaangazhirovannost, 

 - No member can pronounce the Network application, which imposes any obligations on other Network members, 

3.2. Rights and obligations of the Web: 

 - Network is not responsible for the actions of the network members 

 - Network can be discharged from the activities and statements of Network Members, 

- If a Network participant does not participate in the Network activities, does not complete obligations laid upon by this Agreement, or conducts activities that are contrary to the principles set out in paragraph 1.3.of this Agreement, the Coordinating Council may decide to expel him from membership.

4. ATTRACTING NEW MEMBERS TO THE NETWORK 

 4.1. The network is constantly open for new players. 

 4.2. When new members join the network they do not assume any additional obligations, except for this Agreement. 

 4.3. Any social structure that is incorporated or carries on business in Ukraine and works as a Community Foundation or charity organization created by the grant program and meets all or part of the criteria for Foundation Communities is free to join the network and to terminate membership in it.

 4.4. Individuals who are recognized experts on the development of communities of the Funds may participate in the activities of the Network as adviser of the Network.

4.5. Organizations, institutions and individuals that provide substantial material and financial support to the Network, but are not its members, may participate in the activities of the Network as Donor Network. 

 4.6. Decision on inclusion of Network Members, Advisors and Donors of the Network, as well as the forced termination of membership is made by Coordinating Council of the Network.
5. FINAL PROVISIONS 

 5.1. Actual Agreement is executed in six copies that are stored one for each Network Coordinator and 5 other network members that have signed it first. 
 5.2. The Agreement shall enter into force after it is signed by 5 or more organizations and institutions. 
 5.3. Changes and additions to the Agreement may be made in the form of application or the provisions of the initiative of Participants / Coordinating Council, which makes 2 / 3 vote of the Network members. 

5.4 The Agreement is the Regulation on the Network and the basis for its activities.
